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Re:  San Diego County Airport Land Use Compatibility Plan -
Comments by Sunroad Enterprises

Dear Mr. Harman:

We represent Sunroad Enterprises (“‘Sunroad”), owner and developer of property within
the designated airport influence area (“AIA™) at Brown Field Municipal Airport (“Brown Field”)
in Otay Mesa in Southern San Diego County at Montgomery Field and at San Diego International
Airport (“SDIA”). This letter constitutes Sunroad’s comments on the Draft San Diego County
Airport Land Use Compatibility Plan (“Draft ALUCP”), issued by the San Diego Regional
Airport Authority (“Authoerity”), in its current capacity as the San Diego County Airport Land
Use Commission (“ALUC”).

Sunroad’s property at Brown Field is located in Zones C and D and includes 317 gross
acres (approximately 235 of which are in Zone C, and the remainder of which are in Zone D) at
the east end of the Brown Field runway. Together, Sunroad’s parcels are presently zoned for
commercial industrial use some of which is in the process of conversion to residential.' Asa
result of the Draft ALUCP’s restrictions at Brown Field, Sunroad stands to lose the planned
conversion to mixed use and pure residential development in Zone C and thus its contribution to

‘ Sunroad is also developing a mixed use project at Montgomery Field, all of which
is located in Zone D, currently comprised of 600 multi-family units and one million square feet
of commercial office space, in buildings ranging from 8 to 12 stories. At SDIA, Sunroad is
developing a commercial project including four restaurants and, potentially, a hotel. Because the
compatibility factors applicable in Zone D at both SDIA and Montgomery Field do not include
density, intensity or height restrictions, those projects will not be addressed here. Sunroad
reserves the right to comment at a later date should density, intensity, height or other
designations, allowable uses or restrictions be changed at either SDIA or Montgomery Field in
