PRESENTATION ON THE COORDINATION FOR THE DRAFT
AIRPORT LAND USE COMPATIBILITY PLAN 2005 (ALUCP 2005)
DOCUMENT AND STATUS UPDATE, ADOPTION OF STAFF

Angela Schafer-Payne, Vice President, Strategic Planning, presented an
overview of the staff report.

Ken Brody, of Mead and Hunt Consulting, provided a presentation on the
Airport Land Use Compatibility Plan. He addressed the role of the Airport
Land Use Commission; the Draft Airport Land Use Compatibility Plan;
Implementation; Outreach and Coordination; Comments on the Draft Plan;
and recommendations made by staff.

Board Member Nieto stated that at the Strategic Planning Committee
meeting on April 25, 2005, staff was requested to come back with more
detail regarding the number of meetings held. He stated that the Board
requested more justification on issues regarding the Environmental Impact
Report (EIR) as it relates to the decision of conducting a negative
declaration versus an EIR, more definition regarding the guidelines for the
land use compatibility process from the Federal Aviation Administration
(FAA), and a more detailed explanation of what “grandfathered” means
and who has that authority.

In response to Board Member Sessom'’s questions regarding criteria
included in the draft EIR, Ms. Shafer-Payne stated that a number of the
plans are several years old and the information in the handbooks has
been updated numerous times. She also stated that

essential changes have been made to the handbook, and that the Airport
Land Use Commission is required to comply with those guidelines.

Board Member Sessom stated that the Board should not be locked out of
policy decisions contained in the ALUCP updates and CEQA comments.

Ms. Shafer-Payne stated that staff recommendations will not prevent the
Board from providing policy direction on the ALUCP's. In regards to those
airports that are not under the control of the Board, she stated that staff
would seek the airport operator’s and the relevant jurisdiction’s input prior
to presenting the plan to the Board. She stated that if there is a conflict
